informative and entertaining commentary on the passing scenes.  Lunch is served as the cruise 

continues to Godfreys Landing where you disembark for a guided boardwalk (optional) through the 

sand dunes of the Younghusband Peninsula to the Southern Ocean. On return to the boat cruise 

further into the Coorong to see the Tauwitcherie Barrage that separates the Coorong from Lake 

Alexandrina.  Afternoon tea is served as the cruise returns past the imposing sand dunes and 

through the lock to Goolwa wharf, return to the Goolwa Motel. 

Day 5: Wednesday  25

After breakfast board your cruise boat “Spirit of the Murray” and cruise the lower Murray upstream 

past the little riverside town of Clayton, past Point Sturt and across Lake Alexandrina (lake crossing 

subject to weather).  On the other side of the lake pass Point Pomanda before re-entering the 

Murray River and stopping at Wellington for lunch.  After lunch cruise on upstream past Tailem Bend 

and Murray Bridge to historic Mannum.
